Leadership Conference – held in February, 20010
The NSBA Leadership Conference is held in Washington, D.C. and precedes the NSBA Federal Relations Network meeting. 

It is designed to help state leaders improve their leadership skills, advance their knowledge of important education issues, and hone their association management skills.  

Attendees include the Federation Member executive directors and presidents of each association, as well as their elected officers such as the presidents-elect, vice-presidents, secretaries, and treasurers.  Attendance each year is around 225.

Federal Relations Network – held in February, 2010
The FRN Conference is the only national meeting that offers school board members the inside track on public education advocacy. This conference addresses new and pending legislation that directly impacts America’s public schoolchildren. It provides school board members with the tools to effectively communicate their message to Congress. Only members of CUBE and FRN are allowed to attend this conference.
