Each student’s master of evidence for a 
specific text will be measured on a four 
point scale and displayed in the 
Knowledge and Evidence column.

Texts may be read in any order, 
but will be listed in the column 
according to level of text complexity, 
with less complex texts that fall 
below grade-level at the bottom, 
on grade-level in the middle, and 
above grade-level at the top. 
Three shades of one color should be 
used to emphsize these three tiers.

Students will answer text dependent 
questions to demonstrate command of 
Standards 2–9. Once a student masters a 
standard for a specific text, the 
corresponding numbered space on the 
rung will be highlighted.
